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ONE SMALL ITEM REVEALS ALL
Reported in the Daily Telegraph on page 2 (25th 
August 2009), was a snippet entitled: “Video pi-
racy law unenforceable”.

This tiny,  easily missed, and very short 
article just about sums up every reason why EU-
sceptics are so opposed to membership of the 
European Union, it seems ridiculous an Act of Par-
liament has been proven to be unlawful for nothing 
more than  that the EU was not informed about it. 
How much more evidence do we need to prove that 
Britain’s elected politicians and the British Govern-
ment are no longer in control?

Back in 1984 the Act of Parliament, as 
mentioned above, which was intended to prevent 
people from selling illegal videos and DVDs and to 
prevent pornographic material being sold to chil-
dren, went through all the usual Parliamentary pro-
cedures to be passed into British law – but one 
thing was forgotten – no one told the EU.

All these years later, 25 in all, it has 
been discovered that for nothing other than the sin-
gle technicality, which has just come to light, that 
this statute that had supposedly been part of British 
law and was aimed at protecting British people and 
British children, has not actually been law.

Technically, the Video piracy law is un-
enforceable for nothing other than the fact the real 
masters of the UK who reside in the EU in the  un-
elected EU Commission, none of whom have any 
mandate whatsoever from the British people to 
make British law, were simply not informed.

Those who have broken this law over the 
last 25 years and had been punished for the of-
fences this law covers, will now be able to seek 
damages from the Government. This one small item 
reveals all that is wrong with EU membership – the 
people of Britain are not allowed to govern them-
selves without first asking the EU for permission. 
It’s like that old joke: ‘I’m the boss in my house, I 
have my wife’s permission to say so’! Britain gov-
erns itself as long as it asks the EU permission to 
say so.

ADDING TO THE BURDEN
In 2005 the then Labour Prime Minister and his 
Chancellor of the Exchequer, signed away a vast 
chunk of the British rebate which was hard won by 
Margaret Thatcher.

Blair and Brown committed the long 
suffering British taxpayers to increased EU pay-
ments on he vague promise that the European Un-
ion’s wasteful Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) 
would be amended.  As happens every time Britain 
makes a sacrifice based on the French agreeing to 
reform the CAP, then gets shafted while the French 
shrug their shoulders leaving the CAP untouched - 
as was the case in this last instance.

The net result of this surrender in 2005 
of Blair and Brown, whose duty should be to pro-
tect the interests of the British people, is that every 
household in the UK will have to find an additional 
£257 for the privilege of their EU surrender.

Official figures have recently revealed 
that the British share of the EU budget, a large part 
of which goes missing each year in fraud, waste 
and incompetence, is due to soar by 60 per cent 
from £4.1 billion to £6.4 billion.  A large part of 
this is to help fund some of the new EU member 
nations such as Bulgaria and Romania.  These fig-
ures also reveal that Britain is the second largest net 
contributor to EU funds after Germany.  

The Conservative Party took a some-
what hypocritical stance on this issue by blaming 
the Government of incompetence for the rise in 
contributions and said the increased payments were 
the result of the “selling out” of Britain’s annual 
rebate by the Blair Brown duo.  The Conservative 
Shadow chief secretary to the Treasury, Philip 
Hammond, said: “The consequences of Labour’s 
rebate sell-out are becoming clear, if only in these 
buried figures.  Gordon Brown and Tony Blair 
signed billions of pounds of our money away in re-
turn for absolutely nothing.”  Within days of the 
Tory outrages and statements David Cameron re-
vealed that a Tory Government would be prepared 
to increase Britain’s EU contributions for CAP re-
form.  And so the burdensome carousel continues 
to go round and round.

TEBBITÕS WARNING
It would seem that Lord 
Tebbit is once again

WE WERE RIGHT

As next year it will be thirty five years since the ref-
erendum on staying in the EU it might be instruc-
tive to look at some of the leaflets of that era to see 
how accurate we Eurorealists were in our predic-
tions. I did not retain the lying documents produced 
by the government and 'Britain in Europe' but I do 
have a copy of the 'No' leaflet published by the Na-
tional Referendum Campaign, which I helped to de-
liver, and also the policy statement by 'Operation 
Out' printed in 1977. 

It is no surprise that reading these pub-
lications reveals just how right we were then and 
how fundamental were the questions we raised 
which the Europhiles ignored and have never an-
swered since. One paragraph from the 'No' leaflet 
deserves to be quoted in full: "Before we joined the 
Common Market the Government forecast that we 
should enjoy a rapid rise in our living standards, a 
trade surplus with the Common Market, better pro-
ductivity, higher investment, more employment and 
faster industrial growth. In every case the opposite 
is happening, according 
to the Government's 
figures". In addition it 
pointed out that before 
the referendum in Nor-
way, the pro-Marketeers 
predicted that, if Norway voted No, that country 
would suffer the same imaginary evils with which 
they now threaten us but that none of those predic-
tions came true. As we look back over the last four 
decades we can see that where we were in error was 
in underestimating the detrimental effects of the 
British people voting Yes.

The leaflet also raised the absolutely 
fundamental question of whether or not we remain 
free to rule ourselves in our own way. As it pointed 
out "under the Treaty of Rome, policies are being 
decided, rules made, laws enacted and taxes raised, 
not by our own Parliament elected by the British 
people, but by the Common Market, often by un-
elected Commissioners in Brussels. As this system 
tightens, and it will, our right, by our votes, to 
change policies and laws in Britain will steadily 
dwindle. Unlike British laws, those of the Common 
Market, which will take precedence over our own 
laws, can only be changed if all the other member 
states agree." As we contemplate the diktats that 
now impose the will of Brussels bureaucrats upon a 
once free nation one can only stand amazed at our 
own moderation!

Further headings in the leaflet illustrate 
just how correct Eurorealists were in their warnings 
about the future. There are 'Taxes to keep prices 
up', which states that British taxpayers will soon be 
paying many hundreds of millions of pounds a 
year to Brussels, 'Agriculture', which warns of 
higher food prices and prophetically 'they also have 
their eyes on British fishing grounds', 

As we contemplate the diktats that now im-
pose the will of Brussels bureaucrats upon 
a once free nation one can only stand 
amazed at our own moderation!
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'Commonwealth links', which points out how we 
will drift further and further away from our historic 
allies and finally, and most significant 'Britain a 
mere province of Europe', which asserts that the real 
aim is to make Britain a mere province of a single 
state whose laws would be binding on us and which 
could not be overturned by a parliament elected by 
the British people.

Finally the leaflet offered the sensible 
alternative of remaining in EFTA (which would 
probably have remained intact if we had not torpe-
doed it by leaving), retaining our freedom to use 
our oil and coal reserves without interference, and 
escaping from rule by Brussels. As it said 'If you 
want a rich and secure future for the British peo-
ples, a free and democratic society, living in friend-
ship with all nations - but governing ourselves; 
Vote No'.

Looking at the 'Operation Out' leaflet it 
obviously did not anticipate the fall of communism 
but in so many areas it can be seen as prescient, as 

it warns of a catastrophic 
loss of sovereignty, an 
adverse balance of trade 
with Europe, the under-
mining of our defences, 
rises in the cost of food 

and the final creation of a European Federation. 
On the other side of the argument it is 

difficult to remember all the promises made by the 
Europhiles, although I do recall that arrogant and 
pompous idiot Roy Jenkins telling us that wine 
would be cheaper, as if that was important when the 
fate of the nation was involved, but there can be no 
doubt that they proved to be totally false. If only the 
people had listened in the 1970s we would have 
been free of this incubus for a generation. We can 
only hope that eventually the truth of what we have 
been saying for decades will become so self evident 
that the electorate will finally draw the correct con-
clusions and force withdrawal from the EU.

Derek Bennett: wonder what life 
would be like if we had not joined 

the EU.

Many readers will remember the 
old tale of the church verger who 
couldn't read or write who, despite 
his literary handicap did his job 
well for many years and served his 
church without problem - that was 
until the day a new vicar was ap-
pointed.

It didn't take long for 
the new vicar to discover his verger 
could not read or write and swiftly 
made sure reading and writing was 
essential to the roll of verger, thus 
putting the poor old verger was out 
of a job.

However, the verger, de-
spite his problem with all things 
written, was a canny chap and had 
saved a few bob and invested his 
money wisely. Using his savings 
he set out to purchase a little busi-
ness. 

He had always noticed 
that tobacconists close to bus stops 
(I did tell you it was an old tale) were always busier 
than those in other locations.  On this basis he pur-
chased a tobacconists near a bus stop and business 
thrived, so much so it wasn't too long before he 
purchased a second shop, again near a bus stop, 
then another and another until over a period of time 
he a built quite an empire.

There came a day, being a rich and suc-
cessful businessman, he had an appointment with 
his bank and was asked to sign a document.  As he 
could not write all he could so was mark the docu-
ment with a cross.

As the faceless bureaucrats in the EU 
change and influence our lives everything of real 
value is being undermined and dismantled because 
of EU membership.  We see our system of law be-
ing steadily dismantled, Habeas Corpus coming 
under threat to be replaced by the European Napo-
lionic system of law, corpus juris which removes 
our rights to be considered innocent until proven 
guilty.  Double Jeopardy has gone and going too is 
our jury system - all to bring us in line with our so-
called ‘Community partners’.

ing to the Telegraph financial experts are warning 
“the cost of leverage restrictions, increased compli-
ance costs and the impact of being restricted to 
European funds would hit investors returns in hedge 
funds and private equity by an estimated 2.5pc.”

BUILDING A POPULATION 
REGISTER

The anti-ID card campaigning organisation, No2ID, 
reported that planned ID cards are easily forged.

Technical expert Adam Laurie has dem-
onstrated copying, cloning and changing details on 
the biometric visa cards being issued by the gov-
ernment to foreign nationals - the same technology 
that is to be used for the UK ID scheme. 

This is just the latest in a series of 
'hacking' exercises showing the technical insecurity 
of the Identity and Passport Service's products. Of-
ficials have repeatedly declared them impossible, 
despite clear evidence and open demonstrations for 
the press. The very information most useful to 
identity thieves and fraudsters is made more vulner-
able by using microchips *designed* to broadcast 
your personal details for official convenience.

NO2ID on Thursday 6th August 2009 
condemned the Home Office for knowingly mak-
ing 'ID theft' easier, ignoring dangerous vulnerabili-
ties in the ID card as it pursues its real goal - the 
universal population register that would give offi-
cials unprecedented control of our lives, and make 
the Home Office king in Whitehall.

Phil Booth, National Coordinator of 
NO2ID said: 'This shows up the big con. The 
Home Office doesn't really care about 'ID theft', or 
it wouldn't be pushing technology that any compe-
tent crook can
subvert.

'The ID-obsessed officials are putting 
our personal information at risk in their scramble to 
control it. They want to build a population register - 
the database for which the card is just a Trojan 
horse. It doesn't matter how shoddy the card itself 
is, or what it costs the public.'

BIAS, BY GEORGE
For seven years George Alagiah, who presents the 
BBC’s Six o’Clock News, has held an unpaid posi-
tion in the Fairtrade Foundation as its patron.  The 
BBC who employs Mr Alagiah has forced him to 
step down due to its rules on impartiality.

He has run into conflict due to a pro-
gramme he has made on the supply of food which 
could be seen as bias due to Fairtrade’s support for 
farmers in the developing world.

However, the BBC does not seem to see 
any link with a soft loan from the EU which con-
tracts it to promote the EU and its shameless bias 
against UKIP in the Norwich North by-election.
