2009Io0ks like beinga politically
significant year. Barring a miracle
the Lisbon Treaty will be fully
ratified aslrelandis bullied, bam-
boozled or bush-whackednto ac-
cepting it. There might well be a
General Election if Brown can
find the courageto take advantage
of his temporary lift in the opin-
ion polls and go the country be-
fore the full implications of the
economic crisis begin to hit the
electorate. And of course there
will be European Parliamentar
electionson 4th June.

Despite decades of en-
dorsementby our political and
mediaclasseghe EuropeanUnion
is as unpopular as ever. Opinion
polls showthat a majority of peo-
ple believe that Britain would be
better off out, and that is despite
being lied to thatmillions of jobs and our economy
dependon it. As Abraham Lincoln said, “you can-
not fool all the people all of the time”. Butwhenit
comesto membershipof the EuropeanUnion our
politicians certainly seemdeterminedo try.

They know that reform of the EU is im-
possible.There is no way that sensiblepolicies will
ever be adopted becausethey would impede the
centralisedsocialisticimpetus of the whole project.
Renegotiationis impossiblebecausehat would take
the agreementof all member statesand they are
nevergoing to agreeto anything that would lessen
Britain's financial contributionsor stop the ever-in-
creasing burden of regulation. People know that
there really are only two options: to embracethe
Europeamnprojectwholeheartedlyor the leave.

The Labour and Liberal Democratparties
havewholeheartedlyembracedhe project, no doubt
about that. But where doesthe Conservativeparty
really standon the issue?We mustneverforget that
it was the Conservativeparty that took Britain into
the EuropeanEconomic Community in 1973, Ed-
ward Heath reneging on his promise to merely,
OQregotiate, no more no less”. It was theConserva-
tives who surrenderedthe veto in 1987 under the
Single EuropeanAct, andmadeusall citizensof the
EuropeanUnion underthe Treaty on EuropeanUn-
ion (Maastricht) in 1993. Everything that the La-
bour Governmenthas done to take us deeperinto
economicand political union wasonly made possi-
ble by the previouswork done by the Conservative

party.

The Tory party will continueto do whatit
alwaysdoes:try to face both waysat the sametime.
Mr Cameronhasof coursesaidthat he will not hold
a referendumon the Lisbon Treaty if it has been
fully ratified before the next election, should the
Tories win. Mr Cameronis pretty hopefulthat there
will notbe an electionbeforethe ratificationis com-
plete and thereby avoid the problem. But should
there be a Conservativeelection victory following
ratification thereis no reasorwhy therecould not be

Meanwhile in the European
elections in 2009 we will no
doubt be told that the Conserva-
tive party will protect our inter-
estsin the EuropeanParliament.

Commission has proposed a sweeping new
"directive" covering goods and servicesPlanshave
beendrawn up to outlaw discriminationand harass-
menton a numberof groundsincluding sexualori-
entationandreligion.

We already have similar discrimination
laws on theselines (Equality Bill, GenderRecogni-
tion Act, Incitementto ReligiousHatredBill etc)!in
the UK, but under this Directive ultimate power to
governtheselaws shifts from Westminsterto Brus-
sels.

In termsof effectsupon Christianorgani-
sationsand churches but by no meansconfined to
these Brussels willhavethe final say asto whenthe
new law of "harassmenthasbeenbreached.!So in

effect any legal casesarising, (and theywill') would
be heardultimately by the ECJ and not by higher
courtsin the UK, or eventhe Houseof Lords.!

This is a further tightening of the ratchet
which could operate in three areas: freedom of
speechfreedomof associationand freedomof con-
science.
