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FRIDAY 13th, A LUCKY DAY IN IRELAND

The old saying: ‘You can fool some of the people
some of the time, but you can’t fool all of the peo-
ple all of the time’ seems to applicable to the Euro-
pean Union since the Irish voted ‘No’ in their refer-
endum on the Treaty of Lisbon.

On Thursday 12th June the people of Eire
went to the polls as the only voters in the 27 member
nations of the EU to give their decision on the Lis-
bon Treaty - and on Friday 13th June it was revealed
they had rejected it in spectacular fashion.
The immediate reaction from the EU’s
leaders to get round or ignore this vote
opened many eyes, and if anyone had
been fooled into thinking the EU was a
democratic, or benign, institution could
see its anti-democratic nature.

In the lead up to the Irish
vote the EU went very quiet so as not
to worry any voters, although Peter
Mandelson managed to rattle the Irish
farmers when he told them that they
may have to tighten their belts after
the trade deals he was making. Nearly all
the press and media, along with almost all the Irish
political parties, campaigned for a ‘Yes’ vote, and
arrogantly they thought it was in the bag as Ireland
has benefited greatly from EU largess.

The ‘No’ campaigners were a mixed bag,
amongst them were Sinn Fein, the only political
party against the treaty in Ireland, a number of Eng-
lish campaigners who travelled to Ireland to help
and the campaign was headed by businessman De-
clan Ganley, as self confessed supporter of Irish
membership of the EU - they were not expected to
win - but as we know they did.

One of the main factors which swung the
vote in favour of rejection of the EU’s constitution
by the back door was that the voters did not under-
stand the treaty, in fact not even its supporters could
either. The Irish Prime Minister, Brain Cowan, who
was left with the extreme embarrassment of having
to face the other EU leaders, and Commission, to
apologise for the actions of his countrymen, had
openly stated he had not read the treaty. But the
canny Irish refused to give their consent to a docu-
ment they could not understand. To have voted
‘Yes” would have been like signing a legally bind-
ing document without understanding the small print.

Naturally, the EU’s aristocrats became
very agitated by the vote, their immediate reaction
was how ungrateful and selfish were the Irish, they
also said that the treaty must go on and even threat-
ened to banish the Irish to the outer reaches of the
EU. How could a tiny minority of Irish voters deny
the vast majority of EU citizens to their wonderful
treaty they wailed. They conveniently ignored the
fact that the majority of the people living in the EU
were denied referendums and given the chance they
would vote the same way as the Irish - especially the
British. They also failed to mention that the French

and Dutch voted against what in effect was the same
treaty and were now having their votes ignored.

Ambrose Evans-Prichard, writing in the
Telegraph (23rd June, 2008) made some very inter-
esting comments. He reminded the readers of the
words of Vaclav Havell, the Czech president, who
said: “The treaty is dead.” “To pretend something
else is undignified - if we live in a world where one
plus one.” He also quoted President Sarkozy who

complained: “Bloody fools. They’ve been stuff-
ing their faces at Europe’s expense
and now they dump us in the
S ko sk . »
In his article he also wrote:
“A property bubble - caused by in-
terest rates of 2 per cent until 2005 -
S50 has left Ireland with frightening
.~ household debt of 176 per cent of
! gross domestic product. The country
now faces a quadruple shock: a credit
crunch, rising interest rates in Frankfurt,
a plunge in sterling and the dollar, and a
sharp slowdown in its Anglo-Saxon ex-
port markets.”

In the weeks and months to come the EU
will do everything in its desperate attempts to get this
treaty through, it may even resort to breaking its
own rules by giving the go ahead with the treaty
without Ireland. It is sad to say that the UK Parlia-
ment has also seen fit to ignore the will of the Irish.

Despite recent polls showing an increasing
number of British voters turning against EU mem-
bership, and that most British voters think the treaty
should be scrapped now the Irish have rejected it,
Parliament saw fit to push it through and with the
help of the Liberal Democrats the House of Lords
gave it their final consent - even though technically
the treaty was dead. The ratification of this treaty,
which is designed to create a European superstate,
was one of the most abominable decisions made in
our Houses of Parliament by our elected leaders.
The only obstacle left was the Stuart Wheeler legal
bit to force the Government to honour its referen-
dum pledge, sadly that has been rejected. It now re-
mains to see what antics the EU and its leaders get
up to now, but Friday 13th was a lucky day in Ire-
land as it has given us all a little time.
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BANKING ON PROBLEMS

Ever since the idea of a single currency for the EU
was spawned, it was intended that it, the euro, would
challenge the strength and dominance of the US
dollar. In recent times as the dollar, and the pound,
have gone down in value EU fanatics have gloated
about the strength of their inflationary currency, but
that smile may be short lived.

Great pressures for the euro are begin-
ning to build, in a market which is going into de-
cline. Countries which produce high priced goods
will struggle to compete against their lower priced
competitors. By allowing the dollar to fall in value,
goods made in the USA now look far better value
than the equivalent EU wares produced by the over
regulated, and bureaucratically controlled, EU based
companies.

To make life even more complex for the
Eurozone, the people of Germany have begun to re-
ject euro bank notes with serial numbers which show
that they have come from: Italy, Greece, Portugal
and Spain. It would seem that any none German
notes are being exchanged in banks for notes which
bear the German “X” at the start of the serial num-
ber. The German people who used to have great
pride in their once strong deutschmark are worried
that southern notes may lose value in a crisis, or if
the eurozone breaks apart. It has also been revealed
that many have a stash of D-Marks hidden away as
59 per cent of Germans had serious doubts about
the euro.

There has also been a clash of opinions in
the eurozone countries after the ECB’s chief, Jean-
Claude Trichet, opened the door to a rate rise in
July, despite signs of an economic slowdown.

The one size fits all interest rate is, as pre-
dicted by many Euro Realists, creating internal pres-
sures across the eurozone. A rate rise in Spain will
create immense problems for its housing market,
which is already in a “fully-fledged slump”.

Although the UK is not a member of the
eurozone, it has still not fully escaped the fiscal
madness which has gripped the eurozone countries,
as it is still obliged to comply with the EU’s Growth
and Stability Pact which regulates growth and
spending. The EU Commission has gone for the
jugular in an all out attack on Britain’s public ac-
counts. It is expected that Britain’s fiscal deficit was
possibly going to reach 3.5 per cent of GDP this
year, taking it above the 3 per cent ceiling of the
Stability Pact. Although the UK cannot be fined by
the EU for breaking the pact, it can still come in the
EU’s line of fire for doing so, adding to Gordon
Browns EU woes. Hungary is also running an ex-
cessive deficit.

Writing in the Daily Telegraph on Tues-
day 11th June, Ambrose Evans Prichard warned:
“The clash between the European Central Bank and
the US Federal Reserve over monetary strategy is
causing serious strains in the global financial system
and could lead to a replay of Europe’s exchange
rate crisis in the 1990’s”. He considers the “fault
lines” on the periphery of Europe and predicts they
will create painful “macro adjustments”. He also
warned of the imbalances across the eurozone will
get worse. He feels “a crunch is looming in 2009
when a wave of maturities fall due.” Life was less
complicated when sovereign nations had their own
currencies.

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WHAT HAPPENS NEXT?
BY ANTHONY COUGLAN

I voted No to the European Trea-
ties over decades. It was not that
I was against economic coopera-
tion on our continent. I support
free trade between developed
economies. It was that 1 saw
these treaties as successive steps
in an esentially political move-
ment towards establishing the
supranational Union which Jean
Monnet set as the goal of the
European project sixty years
ago. The Schumann Declaration
of 1950, which led to the Euro-
pean Coal and Steel Community,
proclaimed itself to be "the first
step in the federation of
Europe". The Lisbon Treaty,
which is virtually identical with
the EU Constitution which the
French and Dutch rejected in
2005, is the culmination of that
process. For Lisbon would es-
tablish quite a new European
Union in the constitutional form
of a supranational Federation, whose laws would be
made on a population basis and which we would
be made real citizens of for the first time, with all
the implications of that; for one can only be a citi-
zen of a State and all States must have citizens.

I thought the Yes-side would win the ref-
erendum. In expecting that however I comforted
myself with the thought that at least I had been
able to contribute to giving the Irish people,
uniquely in Europe, the chance of voting on an EU
Constitution which the Prime Ministers and Presi-
dents of the othe 26 EU States had decided on no
account to allow their peoples a say on. For as
France's President Sarkozy acknowledged at a
meeting with MEP Group leaders: "France was just
ahead of all other countries in voting No. It would
happen in all Member States if they have a referen-
dum. There is a cleavage between peoples and gov-
ernments."

The Lisbon referendum stemmed from
the 1986-7 Crotty case on the proper mode of rati-
fication of a previous European Treaty, the Single
European Act: whether that should be by Oireach-
tas majority or by referendum. The FitzGerald-
Spring Government of that time decided to push
the SEA through by parliamentary vote. I believed
that the transfer of powers to Brussels which this
Treaty entailed could be done constitutionally only
by the people themselves in a referendum, for the
people are the repositories of sovereignty under
Ireland's Constitution.

I expressed this view in a collective letter to the
Irish Times from various citizens whose signatures

I gathered. I helped bring to-
gether the lawyers to launch a
constitutional challenge, Paul
Callan SC and Seamus O Tuathail
SC, and had the honour of asking
my friend, the late Raymond
Crotty the economist, whom I
knew was concerned about this
Treaty, would he act as plaintiff in
it. He courageously and gener-
ously agreed. It is a tribute to
Raymond Crotty that Irish voters
have given Europe a chance to go
back to the drawing board as re-
gards this project, rather than
clamp this EU Constitution and
the profoundly undemocratic
structures it embodies on four
million Irish and nearly 500 mil-
lion Europeans.

EU Treaties must be rati-
fied unanimously. Each country
ratifies a Treaty on the assumption
that all other countries will do so
too. If one country says that it
cannot ratify a Treaty as it stands - in Ireland's case
because the Irish people have rejected it - there is
no point in the other countries proceeding. This is
what the French and Dutch governments did when
their voters rejected the EU Constitution in 2005.
They told their EU colleagues they could not put
the same Treaty to their peoples again, so the re-
maining ratifications were abandoned.

Is an Irish No less important than a French or
Dutch one? We shall soon see.

Taoiseach Brian Cowen now faces the
most important decision of his political life. Will he
align himself with his own people and respect their
referendum vote by telling his EU colleagues that
Ireland cannot ratify Lisbon as it stands, so there is
no point in the remaining States continuing with
their ratifications and that the Lisbon Treaty must
be reopened?

Or will be align himself with the other
EU States against the Irish people, and urge the
former to proceed with their ratifications on the as-
sumption that Ireland will re-run the referendum
when everyone else has ratified, as Taoiseach Ber-
tie Ahern did with the Treaty of Nice? 1 believe he
will do the latter. In Luxembourg the Foreign
Ministers prepare the political choreography. On
Thursday 19th June in Brussels the Taoiseach told
the European Council of Prime Ministers and
Presidents effectively to take no notice of Ireland's
No to Lisbon, but that the nine Member States still
to ratify the Treaty should go ahead and do that on
the assumption that Ireland will re-run the Lisbon
referendum afterwards. They will then go ahead
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and do that. Why should they respect the Irish
electorate's No to Lisbon when the Irish Govern-
ment itself does not do that?

Thus an EU-wide problem will with the
Taoiseach's cooperation be reduced to a local Irish
problem: how to ensure that the Irish will vote Yes
when Lisbon comes around a second time.

What is needed is clear enough. The de-
tails will emerge at next
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new chapter. Domestically, if Brian Cowen fol-
lows the unwise course which I believe he will em-
bark on, he will be undermining the longterm le-
gitimacy of his own party.

The EU has stressed: “throughout the EU, some 30
million national eID cards are used by citizens to ac-
cess a variety of public services such as claiming so-
cial security and unemployment benefits or filling
tax returns”. Through “its size and momentum”,
the project will “overrun traditional barriers and en-
courage the mutual acceptance of other countries’
electronic identities”.

Known as STORK, which stands for: Se-
cure idenTity acrOss boRders linKed proves the
point that the EU is behind the push for a Europe
wide I.D. card - hence the reason the Government is
so hell bent on pushing through this most unpopular
piece of legislation - they are having to do as told by
the EU yet again.

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MORE RUBBISH FROM THE EU

for "failure to observe treaty obligations" with the
EU institutions.

Now a Jury, in contrast, precisely as our
forefathers in their wisdom intended, will judge the
case purely on the merits of what they hear in court,
and on their ingrained sense of right and wrong. I
am positive that, provided Ms Devers' defence argues
her case properly, the jury can only throw out the
prosecution case and she will be pronounced Not
Guilty. This will have the EU screeching with hor-
ror!

For in continental Europe none of the coun-
tries have trial by independent jury, precisely be-
cause in their political culture (which is so very dif-
ferent from ours) the "reasons of State" must always
prevail if they are in conflict with the rights of an in-
dividual. And once they have taken over they intend
to "morph" us so that we are transformed into a cul-
ture like theirs. The tool to do this is to be the Cor-
pus Juris project, which will inexorably be rammed
down our throats as soon as Lisbon is in the bag, and
competence over our Justice and Home Affairs is
taken over by Brussels. And of course the Corpus
Juris criminal code will deprive us of our right to
trial by jury, as a first step (CJ art. 26.1).

Also my congratulations to the Rev'd John
Papworth for his excellent and well-thought out let-
ter to the Queen. If that does not make her reflect -
provided she gets to read it - nothing will. I am sure
we all hope that Britain does not have to become a
Republic (!) in order to regain our independence.
But that is also a prospect that she might consider.
Some of UKIP's leaders despair that she will do any-
thing to stop the Treaty. Especially after Prince
Charles's recent speech in Brussels.

I still hope and would like to believe that she
will refuse to sign on the dotted line when the time
comes, and that she will tell Mr Brown that he must
put in a referendum clause first. We shall know soon
enough.

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MORE SHOULD MEAN LESS

Peter Lilley is one of those Members of Parliament
who you don’t tend to hear a lot of these days, but
non-the-less he has been knocking around the Pal-
ace of Westminster for quite a number of years. He
has sat on the Commons green benches for so long
he has almost become part of the fixtures and fit-
tings.

Being there so long, and obviously part of
the well established Parliamentary system which al-
lows MPs’ to vote themselves pay rises, which most
of their increasingly impoverished constituents can
only dream about, it came as a jolt on Tuesday 3rd
June when he rose to make a speech and called for a
performance package, of sorts, for MPs’.

Using the opportunity of a Ten Minute
Rule slot, the Conservative MP for Hitchen and Har-
penden, when addressing the House, said that as so
much sovereignty had been handed to the European
Union MPs’ pay should be lowered to reflect this
reduction in their duties: ‘In virtually every other
occupation it is recognised that pay should reflect
responsibilities,” he pointed out. Some other Mem-
bers of Parliament showed their obvious agreement,
including Labour’s Frank Field and Gisla Stewart.

Mr Lilley was critical of the Lisbon Treaty
and said that last year the EU had passed 177 direc-
tives, 2,033 regulations and 1,045 decisions. He also
pointed out that this was only part of the story be-
cause standing rules prevent the Commons from
making laws on certain areas of policy which pre-
vents Parliament from making rules on matters now
taken up by the EU. He also pointed out the fact
that few voters, or even Members of Parliament,
“fully realise how many powers have been, or are
about to be, transferred elsewhere.” This he said,
should push MPs’ pay down to about “five bob a
week”.

The job of defending the indefensible fell
on the poor Labour sap, Hugh Bayley, who opposed
the Bill. He had a rough ride from Tory MPs’.
When he rose he said: “We have just heard a witty
and amusing speech”, a heckler shouted: ‘Well,
we’re not Fgoin‘g‘ to hear another one’!
